You can support your child’s learning at home by:
- Reading with them every day.

- Reading to them every day!
- Completing their homework with them.

- Complete their Doodlemaths – including the set extras and stay in the green zone – 10 minutes everyday is better than an hour once a week. 

- Limit their screen time – if they are going to go on a tablet/phone etc then make sure it is Teach your Monster to Read or lgfl (busythings).  Please speak to Miss Barbara if you need another copy of your log on details.
