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Communication and Language


Ice experiments-They answer ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions about their experiences and in response to stories or activities


Life cycles –They use past, present and future forms accurately when talking about events that have happened or are to happen in the future.  


Balloon boats – they develop their own narratives and explanations by connecting ideas or events.


Carpet times/assemblies – maintain attention and sits quietly during appropriate activity. 











Physical Development


Letters in a bottle- uses a pencil, holds it effectively to form letters, most of which are correctly formed.  They handle equipment and tools effectively including pencils for writing.


3D tadpoles/pirate hats- handles tools, objects, construction and malleable materials safely and with increasing control.  Writing – also see literacy.





Personal, Social and Emotional Development


.  Children are confident to try new activities and say why they like some activities more than others. They are confident to speak in a familiar group; will talk about their ideas and choose the resources they need for their chosen activities.  They say when they do or do not need help.  Children talk about how they and others show feelings, talk about their own and others behaviour and its consequences and know that some behaviour is unacceptable.  They work as part of a group or class and understand the rules.  They adjust their behaviour to different situations and take changes of routine in their stride.   Characteristics of Effective Learning-.   Enjoying meeting challenges for their own sake rather than external rewards or praise.  Developing ideas of grouping, sequence cause and effect. Changing strategies as needed.  Reviewing how well the
