Takes steps to resolve conflicts with other children.  Children can describe self in positive terms. Begins to be able to negotiate and solve problems without aggression. 			                         Characteristics of Effective Learning- Enjoying challenges for their own sake rather than external rewards or praise. Developing ideas of grouping, sequences, cause and effect.  Planning, making decisions about how to approach a task, solve a problem and reach a goal.  Changing strategy as needed, reviewing how well the approach worked. 


Characteristics of effective learning:  








Physical Development


Writing road signs/drivers licences and station names –uses anticlockwise movements and retraces vertical lines.


Woodwork – making cars, trains and planes – show understanding of the need for safety when tackling new challenges. Practices some appropriate safety measures without direct supervision. 


Scissor skills: road signs, Chinese dragons - uses simple tools to effect changes to materials. 


Making mobilo vehicles – handle construction materials with increasing control





Communication and Language


Ticket office, travel agents and Chinese restaurant role play – uses language to imagine and recreate roles and experiences in ay situations. Extends vocabulary especially by grouping and naming. 


Milk bottle rockets/air rocket – use talk to organise, sequence and clarify thinking, ideas, feelings and events. Links statements and sticks to a main theme or intention.


Talking Tables - listens to ideas expressed by others in conversation or discussion. 


Carpet times/assemblies – maintain attention and sits quietly during appropriate activity.

Travel and Transport
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Travel by road, rail, air, water and into space!





Understanding the World


IWB– uses ICT hardware to interact with age appropriate computer software. 


Using the beebots – they select and technology for particular purposes. 


Balloon boats – they make observations and explain why things occur and talk about changes.


Floating and sinking experiments – asking questions and making predictions


Planting grass/vegetables/sunflowers- looks closely at similarities, differences, patterns and change. 








Literacy


Making driving licences/passports/rescue plans/ alien interviews- - can segment the sounds in simple words and blend them together and knows which sounds represent some of them. Links sounds to letters naming and sounding letters of the alphabet. Uses some clearly identifiable letters to communicate meaning, representing some sounds in the correct order. 


Talking Tables - Begins to break the flow of speech into words.  Uses vocabulary and forms of speech that are increasingly influenced by their experiences of books.


Ongoing throughout the term in phonics sessions: Continues a rhyming string. 





Mathematics


Using shapes to make vehicles – begin to use mathematical names for 3D shapes and uses mathematical terms to describe shapes


Traffic jam game – finds one more or one less from a group of up to 5/10 objects. 


How many wheels on your train? How many people in your carriage? –records using marks they can interpret and explain. 


Where’s Bob? Using positional language


Rocket number line – recognise numerals 1-20 and place them in order forwards and backwards. 


What comes next – uses familiar objects and common shapes to create and recreate patterns. 





Expressive Arts and Design


Making clay models of vehicles– manipulate materials to achieve a planned effect


Observational drawings of vehicles – creating simple representations/ chooses particular colours to use for a purpose. 


Junk modelling – making trains – construct with a purpose in mind, using a variety of resources


Papier mache hot air balloons – selects tools and techniques needed to shape, assemble and join materials they are using. 


Make a Chinese dragon– combining different media to create new effects
